Charitable Giving Committee

Criteria for Funding
The charitable giving committee (CGC) will use the following criteria to assess applications received for funding:-

CGC will release no more than the amount transferred into the charity fund as shown in the associations audited financial statements.

The CGC will allocate finance quarterly at each meeting based on the following formula agreed between the Board and Senior Management Team:
· Long term funding (more than one year) - £4,000 maximum   
· Annual funding (project up to one year)  - £2,000 maximum funding for agreed named charity(s) 
· Ad hoc applications (one off donation)  - £1,500 maximum budget 
The CGC will allocate financial support as permitted by The Housing (Northern Ireland) Order 1992; Triangle Housing Association Ltd’s rules and any contractual obligations.

The CGC will only allocate financial support to, incorporated or unincorporated not for profit organisations and charities based in Northern Ireland and not individuals.

The organisation applying must fall into the definition of a charity or charitable activity.

The CGC will only allocate financial support to organisations involved in housing related activities; and associated activities for prevention or relief of poverty; assisting those in need by reason of youth, age, ill health, disability, financial hardship or other disadvantage.

The CGC will not fund a project or organisation required to have statutory funding.

Preference will be given to projects that can demonstrate long term viability and have formulated a realistic plan for the project.

Interest free loans rather than grants may be allocated if the CGC considers it appropriate and the applicant can reasonably afford to repay it.

Preference will be given to promote volunteers rather than paid staff.

A defined amount of financial support will be allocated and the CGC will not accept additional requests for the same project, in respect of overspends or unforeseen costs. 

Triangle Housing Association Ltd normally requires applicants to publicly acknowledge financial support and reserves the right the publish activities supported in its own publications.

Triangle Housing Association Ltd requires a feedback report from each project that is funded.
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
